For Larry Mclintyre, what started as a personal faith
journey evolved into an understanding that we are put
on this earth to give something back.

In 2003, Larry came to St. Mark’s College to learn
more about the Catholic faith and began by auditing a
course. He was immediately engaged by the open and
stimulating dialogue in the faith-built class and had the
course reassigned for credit. Thus began his extended
relationship with St. Mark’s College; he acquired

his Graduate Certificate in Theology in 2009 and is
completing his Master’s of Theology next spring.

For his four-month practicum course, Larry was

placed at The Listening Post, a centre at the corner of
Main and Hastings where people on the margins are
welcomed with tea, a place to sit quietly and meditate
or pray, and a ready ear for listening. Four years later,
Larry continues to find great meaning from his weekly
volunteer shifts at The Listening Post: “all the things
I've read, learned, and prayed about during my courses
are right there in that sacred place.”

Reflecting on his experiences fostered through

St. Mark’s College, Larry is currently writing his final
Master’s research paper on the Theology of Hope:

“I am drawn to suffering, and through my coursework
have written papers on suffering, addiction, and
poverty. But the main thing | will take away from

my studies and my time at The Listening Post is a
profound sense of hope, especially for the suffering
and the marginalized. | feel very fortunate to be able
to put the gifts of faith, love, and hope into action by
serving and journeying with others.”
